Dear Saint John and Epiphany Parishioners, 
 
Here we are in the “lazy, hazy days of summer!”  This 
is sometimes how we also tend to feel about our spiri-
tual life.

So like the first Apostles and 
Disciples, we should not shrink from the task at hand, 
but in confidence and trust continue the struggle to 
grow in holiness.
